Introduction

The Isle of Man is an internally self-governing dependant territory of
the Crown, which is not and never has been a part of the United
Kingdom. The House of Keys is the popularly elected branch of the
Manx Parliament, which is called Tynwald. Tynwald is the oldest
continuous Parliament in the world, being in existence for over 1000
years and is based on a system introduced by the Vikings when they
ruled the Island during the 10th century. Tynwald consists of two
branches: the House of Keys and the Legislative Council. Elected
members serve a 5 year term. During the House of Keys' legislative
year - October to June - sittings are normally held every Tuesday from
10.00am to 1.00pm and 2.30pm to 5.30pm, except the third Tuesday of
the month when Tynwald sits.

All sittings are open to the public and no appointment to attend is
necessary.

The work of the Keys

The House starts its
proceedings in the morning
with Prayers, which are read
by the Chaplain. The House
then moves on to deal with
questions from members and
after Question Time proceeds
to consider proposed
legislation which takes the
form of Bills.

A sitting of the House of Keys

A Bill can be introduced either on behalf of the government or
by individual members. After being introduced Bills have three
detailed stages of consideration, and amendments can be moved
by members to change the Bill's content and effect. For Bills
and amendments to be passed by the House they must receive

a majority of votes in favour from those members present.
Members who are present have to vote. Procedures of the House
are controlled by Standing Orders and all proceedings are
recorded by the Hansard Clerks and are available to the public
in printed form and on the Tynwald website.
