I: SITTINGS OF TYNWALD

Sittings of Tynwald
11 (1)  Unless the Court otherwise resolves, Tynwald shall sit each year -

(@) atSt]John's on Tynwald Day;

(b) in Douglas on the Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday next
following Tynwald Day or, if Tynwald Day falls on a Monday,
the second Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday next following
Tynwald Day; and

(c) in Douglas on the third Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday of
each month, except July, August and September; but,

(i) if any such day falls within seven days of Christmas Day,
Tynwald shall be held on the Tuesday, Wednesday and
Thursday of the previous week; and

(ii) if any such day falls within seven days of Good Friday,
Tynwald shall be held on the Tuesday, Wednesday and
Thursday of either the previous week or the following week,
whichever Tuesday is the nearer to the third Tuesday of the
month in which the sitting would otherwise be held.

(2)  If satisfied that a matter is of immediate urgency and special reasons
exist for doing so, the President may summon Tynwald to sit at any
other time, whether within any of the periods referred to in paragraph
(1) or not.

(3)  Upon receipt of a request signed by a quorum of either Branch, the
President shall convene a sitting of Tynwald without delay.
(Isle of Man Constitution Amendment Act, 1919, s.3)



Notice of sittings convened under paragraphs (2) and (3) shall be given
to each Member in writing and, in respect of sittings convened under
paragraph (2), shall specify the matters of immediate urgency and
special reasons for summoning Tynwald.

Whenever it is necessary to adjourn Tynwald from one day to another
or from place to place, without the Court having assembled, the
President may by writing, under his hand, authorize the Clerk of
Tynwald, or any Coroner to attend at the place and time for which the
Court has been convoked and adjourn it to the day, time and place
appointed by such writing (See Form 1).

Notices of tabled questions must be submitted in the manner set out in
Form 3 at least seven clear days before the day when the question is to
be put.

In giving notice of a motion or a question, a Member shall submit to
the Clerk of Tynwald a signed copy of the notice indicating the date of
the sitting for which it is given.

In the case of any motion for which statutory concurrence is required
no entry shall be made unless such concurrence has been signified in
writing to the Clerk of Tynwald before or when notice is given.
(Treasury Act, 1985, s.10)

Where the time for notice of motion or a tabled question to be
submitted expires on a Bank Holiday, such notice shall be submitted
no later than the weekday immediately preceding the Bank Holiday;
and ‘weekday’ shall be taken to mean any day from and including
Monday to Friday which is not itself a Bank Holiday.

2. Prayers

Before the commencement of business on each sitting day, prayers
shall be read by the Lord Bishop or in his absence by the Chaplain of
the House of Keys, and failing both the President.

No person shall enter or leave the Chamber while prayers are being
read.

3. Questions to Members

Members May be Questioned

The proper object of a question is to obtain information on a matter of
fact or, subject to Standing Orders 3.4(9) and 3.4(9A) below, a matter of
law or policy within the cognisance of the person to whom it is
addressed.

A question must not contain the name of any person or any statement
not strictly necessary to make the question intelligible.

If a question contains a statement, the Member asking it is personally
responsible for the accuracy of the statement.

A question shall not contain any argument, inference, imputation, or
unnecessary, disparaging, abusive or ironical word.

Unless the President is satisfied that it is a matter of urgency and that
special reasons exist, a question shall not renew or repeat in substance
a question already answered.

Unless an answer has been refused or a Member has refused or failed
to take action in response to a question, that question may not be asked
until after a period of six months has elapsed.

A question shall not refer to any matter in a Branch.

Except in relation to the date on which a Committee expects to report a
question shall not refer to proceedings in a Committee, unless such
proceedings have been placed before Tynwald by a report from the
Committee.

A question addressed to the Attorney General involving a matter of
law or policy shall only be directed to obtain information about such
matters in relation to current situations of public concern, and shall not
seek views on issues which are wholly or largely hypothetical or be
with a view to obtaining advice for the benefit of a constituent of a
Member.

The President shall report to the Court at the sitting at which the
Question is tabled, or in the case of a supplementary Question at the
next sitting, whether the President is or is not satisfied that it would be
contrary to the public interest for the Question to be answered, and
may give reasons.

Circulation of Papers at Sittings

Practice Direction by the President of Tynwald
under Standing Order 9.1(2)

The circulation of papers by Members during sittings of the Court is now a well
established practice, and it is capable of providing a convenient means of bringing to
Members' attention last minute developments which could not have been referred to
in the official Tynwald papers circulated with the Order Paper.

Recently, however, it has been used in some cases to circulate, under cover of
parliamentary privilege, statements or letters prepared by persons outside the Court
which are not in the event adopted by the Member circulating them. In some cases,
these documents have contained very serious allegations or claims. It is wrong, and
an abuse of the privilege of Tynwald, for allegations or claims of this sort to be put
into circulation when they cannot be tested and when no Member is actually
adopting them as part of his or her case in debate.

I therefore direct that papers circulated in future must be confined either to purely
factual information or to claims or allegations which the Member circulating the
papers will actually support in debate. In order to ensure that this is the case, I have
instructed the Clerk of Tynwald that no papers are to be circulated during sittings
unless they have been put in his hands no later than 5 pm on the day before the item
they relate to is debated, and I have had accordingly an opportunity to examine them.

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Electronic Voting
Practice Direction by the President of Tynwald
under Standing Orders 3.18(12) & 9.1(3)

Standing Order 3.18(12) provides that from and after the sitting of the Court in
December 2006, votes shall for the remainder of the Session be taken by a system of
electronic voting in accordance with directions issued by the President of Tynwald.

I accordingly now give the following Directions:

'Ayes' and 'Noes'

As hitherto, I will ask for those in favour of a motion or amendment to say 'aye' and
those against it to say 'no’; and I will announce my opinion as to whether the 'ayes' or
the 'noes' have it, and then repeat my opinion. If the Court is content with that
opinion, there is nothing further.

It is only if a Member calls *divide’ after my first stating my opinion, and before | have
repeated it, that an electronic vote takes place.

Method of voting
Votes on motions, parts of motions or amendments are recorded simply by each
Member pressing the green button for 'aye' and the red button for 'no'.

Single votes

If a division is called on a simple unamended motion, I will say "Hon Members a
division has been called: please record your votes now, those in favour and those
against". Members will then have ten seconds in which to press the green button if in
favour or the red button if against; once a vote is cast, it cannot be changed. At the
expiry of ten seconds, the system will identify any Member present in the chamber
who has not voted and I will request that Member to vote.

Multiple votes

When a motion is divided into parts, or there are amendments, each part or
amendment will be voted on separately, and then the motion as amended. There is
thus no change in the practice.



At each point I will say "Hon Members a division has been called: please record
your votes now [in respect of ...1, those in favour and those against". Members will
then have ten seconds in which to press the green button if in favour or the red
button if against.

Simultaneous voting

Under the new Standing Orders, the Keys and the Council will vote at the same time,
but they will still vote separately; the Speaker continues to announce the vote in the
Keys, and I continue to announce the vote in the Council and the overall result. The
voting details are also displayed on the screens visible to Members and to the Gallery.

No second vote

Standing Order 3.18(14) provides that a Member may request that the Clerk of
Tynwald read out the names of the Members voting and how they voted, but there is
no provision for a second or called division — the electronic vote is definitive. A
request for names to be read out should be made to the Chair and not to the Clerk.

Secret ballots

There is no change in the procedure for committee elections by secret ballot:
nominations for election to committees will be as hitherto, and when nominations
have closed I will call upon the Clerk to read out the names of those nominated and
seconded.

Again, as hitherto, Standing Orders still require that Members must vote for as many
candidates as there are places to be filled. The system of electronic voting will
automatically disqualify all the votes of any Member who does not vote for as many
candidates as there are vacancies, or who votes for more candidates than there are
vacancies. The effect is therefore exactly the same as hitherto: in such a case only a
spoilt vote will be recorded.

The nominations will be voted upon one after the other. I will say "Hon Members, you
are voting on the nomination of [Mr/Mrs ...]: please record your vote now and I will
repeat this for each Member nominated. Ten seconds will be allowed for each vote.
Either the green or the red button should be pressed to record a vote in respect of
each candidate: the green button should be used only as many times as there are
vacancies to be filled — all the other votes should be on the red button.

When each candidate has been voted on, I will announce the numbers of votes cast
and the numbers will also appear on the screens. Members' votes in a secret ballot are
not retained on the system, so there is no possibility that this information could be
obtained by a third party.

Closure of the Court
In the past there has sometimes been confusion caused by Members coming in and
out of the Court while a multiple vote is taking place. Since all such votes, whether on



motions or on ballots, will now take place very quickly, I have instructed the
messengers that when a multiple vote commences the Bar of the Court is to be closed
and remain closed, so that no Member may enter or leave the chamber until the vote
is complete.

Suspension of Electronic Voting

If at any time I judge it inappropriate to proceed with electronic voting I will direct
that a division or ballot be taken in the customary fashion.

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References to the Scrutiny Committee Procedure Note

At the July 2006 sitting a new Standing Committee on Scrutiny was established. Included in
the Committee's remit is to:

I consider items of approved or rejected secondary legislation which have been referred by Members;
and

. other items of secondary legislation as the Committee sees fit; and report to Tynwald as and
when the Committee sees fit.

It is thus open to Members to refer items of secondary legislation to the Scrutiny Committee
by amending the motion for the item's approval at a sitting. Amending the motion for
approval can be done in one of three ways:

In the usual motion "That the Order/ Regulations be approved-

First option: approve but refer

add the words "and be referred to the Scrutiny Committee to consider and report".

Second option: reject but refer

delete the word "approved" and substitute "be rejected and referred to the Scrutiny Committee
to consider and report".

Third option: put on *hold" and refer

delete the word "approved" and substitute "considered by the Scrutiny Committee and
returned with their report to the............c..ccooervvvivncrrviree. sitting of the Court."

The first option allows the Order to go through, but leaves open what Tynwald will propose for
the future when the Committee has reported. The second option is a clear rejection of the
legislation, but refers it to the Committee to report on the issues Members have raised.' The
third option effectively blocks the Order until the Committee is to report to Tynwald, when
it can then be decided upon.

If Members tell the Clerks that they want an 'approve but refer' amendment, a 'reject but refer'
amendment' or a 'hold and refer amendment' they will prepare amendments
accordingly.

Clerk of Tynwald March 2007

' This option has the disadvantage that under SO 3.11 no further Order which is "the same in substance"
can be moved in the same Session unless Standing Orders are suspended.

1 The ruling of the President in Tynwald on 21st March 2007 confirms that such a reference to the
Scrutiny Committee is in order.
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Tynwald Standing Orders Précis

Adjournment: Under SO 2.9 to specified date, or under SO 3.27 sine die and not within
current session (SO 3.14(b) and 3.11(1)). Adjournment motion cannot be moved or
seconded by a member who moved the motion or has already spoken to it (SO
3.27(1)). Once adjournment motion made, debate limited to adjournment and
maximum 5 minute speeches (SO 3.27(2)). Mover has right to reply (SO 3.26(1)(b)).
Requires 13 votes in Keys and 5 in Council. Mover can still speak to motion if
adjournment fails.

Amendment: Member moving amendment has no right of reply (SO 3.26).
Seconder cannot reserve remarks (SO 3.24(2)). Member who has already spoken to the
motion or moved an amendment cannot move or second a subsequent amendment (SO
3.15(3) & SO 3.25(2)); a Member who has reserved his speech in seconding a motion has not
'spoken' to the motion, and may therefore move an amendment (Pres ruling 18.10.07).

Casting Vote: President's casting vote ensures Council vote is the same as the
majority vote of the Keys (SO 3.18(11).

Closure of debate: If motion "That the motion be now put" (no amendment or
debate allowed) is passed by a quorum of each branch, the mover is asked to reply
and the motion put. President must be satisfied no 'infringement of the rights of the
minority'. (SO 3.16(3))

Document referred to: Unless inconsistent with public interest, all documents
referred to must be distributed to members (SO 3.23(7).

Motion divided into parts: Member moving original motion (or any other
member, once the original motion has been seconded) may move that a motion
containing 2 or more distinct propositions or parts be —

a. debated separately and voted on as a whole, or
b.  debated as one but voted on separately (SO 3.12);

These options must be claimed immediately after the motion has been seconded. (SO
3.12(2)).

The motion as a whole must then be put and, if lost, parts passed are also lost (SO
3.17(4)).

Motion passed in Keys but lost in Council: The Member moving such motion
may, at that sitting or the next sitting, give notice that the same motion will be moved
again at a subsequent sitting within six months, when the Branches will vote as one
body, 17 votes being required (SO 3.19).

Quorum: 13 Keys, 5 Council (SO 11.4)

3.18(9)). If there is an equality of votes in the Keys, motion is lost (SO
3.18(10)). Combined vote of 22 needed to sit after 8 pm (SO 1.2)

If there is more than one vote/ballot on an item, a Member absent from the
chamber during an earlier vote/ballot cannot vote on subsequent
divisions / ballots.

Pursuant to Standing Order 5.8(6) the Standing Committee of Tynwald on Standards
and Members' Interests makes the following Rules:-

Definitions
1 In these Rules the following definitions apply -

Immediate family means, in relation to a Member, any of the following-

Material Debate means a debate in Tynwald Court, or in the branch to
which the Member belongs, in which a Relevant Interest of the Member in
question could reasonably be regarded as bearing upon the main issue or
a main issue;

Member means a Member of Tynwald;

Register means the Register of Members' Interests established pursuant to
Standing Order 5.8 and Rule 2;

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Registrar of Members' Interests means the Clerk of Tynwald or, in his
absence, the Deputy Clerk of Tynwald;

The Registrar of Members' Interests shall initial and date such a notification
and shall cause it to be entered in the Register as soon as possible.
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10 A Member who has registered a Relevant Interest shall, if it ceases to be a
Relevant Interest, so notify the Registrar by giving him a notification in Form B
annexed to these Rules.

11 The Member submitting Form A or Form B shall sign and date it and the
Registrar of Members' Interests shall initial and date such a notification and shall
cause it to be entered in the Register as soon as possible.

Inspection of the Register

12 The printed copy of the Register referred to in Rule 3 shall be available for
inspection free of charge in the Tynwald Library during normal hours.

13 Any person giving the Registrar of Members' Interests twenty four hours
written notice, shall be entitled to see a printed copy of the Register updated to
the day of inspection, and to receive that copy, or any part of it, on payment of a
copying charge determined from time to time by the Tynwald Management
Committee.
